Course Description:

6th Grade Ancient History is a survey of history beginning with the first civilizations of Mesopotamia and ending in with the Fall of the Roman Empire. The purpose of this course is to provide students with an historical background of ancient cultures including geography, religion, language, innovations, and technology.  This course will enable students to understand the geographic, political and economic developments that affect current events.

Goals/Standards:

1.  Apply history to the real world 
2.  Analyze how people create change, structures of government and civic responsibility

3.  Apply geography skills to history & knowledge base

4.  Demonstrate understanding of time & change are related to historical relationships

5.  Make decisions based on economic principles

6.  Understand impact of human interactions and cultural diversity

Grading:  Grades are based on the point system. Each assignment is assigned a point value based on the difficulty and importance.  Daily work is 10 to 30 points.  . Quizzes and larger assignments can range from 10 to 50 points.  Tests are usually 40-50 points while larger projects and papers may weigh even heavier. A student’s final average is computed by taking the total number of points received divided by the total number of possible points creating a percentage.
